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LICENSE AGREEMENT

on the one hand, hereinafter referred to as (individually) or jointly the “Author” (Co-Authors), and the publisher of the scientific and technical journal Voprosy Materialovedeniya/Issues of Materials Science (referred to as hereinafter Journal) of the CRISM “Prometey” (Kurchatov Institute), on the other hand, referred to as hereinafter, the “Publisher”, represented by Deputy Director General for Research, Leonov Valery Petrovich, acting under a power of attorney ________________________, concluded this Agreement as follows:

1. The Subject of the Agreement

1.1. The object of this Agreement is the manuscript of the article

submitted for publication in the Journal:
1.2. From the moment of the conclusion of this Agreement, the Author (Co-Authors) transfers  to the Publisher for a period of 5 (five) years exclusive rights to use the article (exclusive license), allowing:

1.2.1. To translate into foreign languages, reproduce, republish, transmit, distribute and otherwise use the article and its individual parts in electronic and printed editions of the Journal, its foreign analogues and derivative works all over the world in all material media that exist and will be created in the future.

1.2.2. Adapt the article for use with computer programs in the formation of databases Publisher, Founders of the journal and / or third parties and placement in information retrieval systems.

1.3. The territory in which the rights transferred by the Author (Co-Authors) are used is not limited.

1.4. The publisher has the right to conclude sublicensing agreements and give permission to third parties to use the article in the amount of the rights received under this Agreement.

1.5. The rights not expressly transferred to the Publisher under this Agreement are reserved to the Author (Co-Authors) (personal non-property rights, patent rights, trademark rights, etc.). All rights granted to the Publisher under this Agreement are automatically returned to the Author (Co-Authors) of the article upon its expiration.
2. The Author (Co-Authors) guarantees (guarantee):

2.1. The manuscript of the article is an original work, presented only in the journal named above and has not previously been published in other print and (or) electronic publications.

2.2. The article contains all references to cited Authors and (or) publications, as well as the results and facts used in the article and obtained by other Authors (individuals and legal entities) as provided by applicable copyright law.

2.3. The publication of the article does not violate the copyright of other legal entities or individuals, does not contain information that may cause harm or damage to third parties, its publication will not lead to the disclosure of confidential information.

2.4. The Author (Co-Authors) obtained all the necessary permissions for the results, facts and other borrowed materials used in the article, the copyright of which the Author (Co-Authors) is not (are not).

2.5. The responsible Author informed his Co-Authors about the conditions for publishing the article and received their written permission to sign the Agreement on their behalf.

3. Rights and obligations of the Author (Co-Authors)

3.1. The Author (Co-Authors) has (have) the right to:

3.1.1. Use a printed or electronic preprint of an unpublished manuscript of an article in the form accepted by the Publisher for publication in a journal without extracting commercial profit and systematic distribution by a third party, and the preprint must contain a warning record stating that the article has been accepted for publication in a Journal (title, copyright rights, year, copyright holder).

3.1.2. Copy the printed article (in whole or in part) free of charge for professional use – for yourself, your colleagues or for informational support of the employer.

3.1.3. Use the materials of the published article (excerpts of the text, separate figures and tables) in scientific research, for writing monographs, books, textbooks, as well as for the purpose of training Authors' students (Co-Authors) and for internal training programs in the employer's organization.

3.1.4. Refuse the previous decision to publish the article (the right to withdraw in accordance with article 1269 of the Civil Code of the Russian Federation), and the damages should be reimbursed to the Publisher.

3.2. The Author (Co-Authors) undertakes (commit):

3.2.1. The manuscript of the article sent for publication should be in accordance with the Rules for Authors given in the journal or on the Publisher's website on the Internet.

3.2.2. To finalize the article in accordance with the comments of the independent reviewer and the editorial board in the terms established by the Publisher, or to submit a reasonable objection in writing.

3.2.3. Read the proofreading of the article within the deadlines set by the Publisher; only make corrections due to the need to eliminate typos and inaccuracies made in preparing the article for printing.

3.2.4. During the term of the Agreement, refrain from any actions that may impede the exercise by Publisher of the rights to use the article within the limits established by the Agreement.

4. Rights and obligations of the Publisher

4.1. The publisher has the right to:

4.1.1. Require the Author (Co-Authors) to follow the rules for the design and submission of the manuscript for publication in the journal.

4.1.2. Make corrections of a stylistic and technical nature to the article without the consent of the Author (Co-Authors).

4.1.3. Include the article in the editorial portfolio of the next issue of the journal or reject it based on the recommendation of an independent reviewer and the corresponding decision of the editorial board, which has the exclusive right to select or reject articles sent to the editorial office for publication. In this case, a copy of the manuscript of the article, signed by the Author (Co-Authors), is non-refundable, the editors of the journal do not enter into controversy and correspondence with the Author (Co-Authors) of the article on its rejection by the editorial board of the journal.

4.2. Publisher undertakes to:

4.2.1. At its own expense to review the article, editorial preparation of it for printing, technical processing of illustrative material, making paper and electronic versions of the publishing layout, printing reproduction of the issue of the journal with the article of the Author (Co-Authors) and its distribution in accordance with the terms of this Agreement.

4.2.2. Provide the Author (Co-Authors) with the opportunity to familiarize themselves with the layout of the article and take into account a reasonable Author's editing during the final preparation of the article for printing.

4.2.3. Provide the Author (Co-Authors) after publication of the article in the Journal one copy of the published issue, or reprints of the published article or its electronic version in pdf format.

4.2.4. Take measures to protect copyright from unlawful use by third parties and respect the personal non-property rights of the Author (Co-Authors) of the article.

4.2.5. Pay the Author (Co-Authors) a remuneration (only for the Authors of the Russian Federation). The remuneration is paid once a year according to the results of competitive selection for the English version of the Journal (Inorganic Materials: Applied Research). Each Co-Author is rewarded in equal shares. 

5. Other conditions

5.1. This Agreement enters into force from the moment of the decision of the editorial board of the journal on the acceptance of the article for publication, about which the Author (Co-Authors) are put (put) in oral or written form, and is valid for 5 years (see. 1.2.).

5.2. If the article is not accepted for publication or the Author (Co-Authors) revoked (withdrew) the manuscript of the article, this Agreement shall not enter into force. The Publisher informs the Author (s) about the rejection of the article within 15 calendar days.

5.3. In the event of claims to the Publisher caused by the violation of exclusive copyright and other intellectual property rights of third parties (legal or physical) in the preparation of the article, the Author (Co-Authors) must take all necessary measures to resolve disputes with third parties and reimburse the Publisher for costs and losses caused by securing a claim and execution of a court decision for infringement of exclusive copyright and other intellectual property rights of third parties, as well as other losses suffered by the Publishers due to non-compliance of the Author’s (Co-Authors’) guarantees granted to the Publisher under this Agreement (paragraphs 2.1–2.5).

5.4. The remuneration is paid on condition that the following information and documents are submitted to the editors: a) last name, first name and patronymic (in full); b) date of birth (day, month, year); c) home address with postal code; d) photocopy (electronic copy) of 2nd, 3rd  pages of the passport and its registration; e) a photocopy (electronic copy) of the certificate of registration with the tax Authority (Identification certificate); e) a photocopy (electronic copy) of the state pension insurance; g) an application addressed to the Chief Accountant of the Publisher about the transfer of remuneration to the home address at the expense of the Author, or on the card of VTB Bank 24. Without the specified information and documents remuneration is not accrued and not paid.
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
